Mr. Gautreaux reported a portion of the Water Sector Program application was approved which includes main water line improvements on LA HWY 78.  Waiting on the approval to begin bid process from the state.
DEPARTMENTAL REPORTS


Police Report –Police Chief Landon Landry 


In November, 470 citations were issued with 27 warnings.  Five traffic accidents/incidents were worked, 2 arrests were made, and 72 complaints were answered.    Fines collected for the month were $54,013.
Drainage and Junk Department – Council Member Terry Jarreau

Department of Transportation cleaned out ditches on west side of HWY 78.  LeJeune Street ditches and culverts were cleaned.  Three driveway culverts are completely stopped up.  Will address the issue with homeowners.

Sewer and Abandoned Vehicles – Council Member Henry Watson



Several citizens have complained about their bulky waste and white goods not being picked up.  Some have been curbside for several months.  Pointe Coupee Parish Government has a contract with a company to pick-up these items twice per month.  Several work orders and calls have been sent to the Pointe Coupee Government regarding this.  The response was that it will get turned over to the parish administrator for handling.
